This overview of the Year 3 curriculum during the Autumn Term is to give you information that will help you to play an active role in your child’s education.
For example, you might be able to help them to research topics on the internet, at the library or even plan trips out to relevant places of interest.
English
The children will study a number of different genres this half term. 
Fiction
Narrative story writing
· Structure of a story – Opening, build-up, peak, conclusion
· Dialogue, inverted commas
· Writing in paragraphs
· Evaluating their own narrative based around a text
· Using drama based role play to write scripts and act out debates
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Formal letter writing
· Structure of a letter
· Past/present tense
· Main and subordinate clauses
· Subordinating conjunctions
Information poster
· Headings and subheadings
· Use of key facts
· Illustrations and captions
· Comparisons to modern and Stone Age timelines
Poetry
· Acrostic poems focusing on emotionally descriptive vocabulary
· Impressive wow words/adjectives
Mathematics (Place value, Addition & Subtraction)
Below is a list of some of the mathematical concepts we will be focussing on this half term. You can help your child by spending some time practising them at home.
· Comparing, ordering and completing missing numbers
· Reading and writing numbers in figures and words
· Understanding the value of each digit in a 2, 3 and 4 digit number
· Addition and subtraction using partitioning and column method
· Solving addition and subtraction word problems
· Multiplication tables, recapping prior tables moving towards securing our 3, 4 and 8 times tables
Science (Rocks, soils and fossils)
· Compare different types of rocks
· Make observations and group rocks by their properties
· Identify and explain how fossils are formed
· Create a fossil using natural resources
· Research the significant figure ‘Mary Anning’
· Identify and explain how soil is formed
History (The Stone Age)
· List events chronologically from BC to AD
· Compare and contrast homes from the Palaeolithic, Mesolithic and Neolithic periods
· Research and understand Stone Age diets and how they changed across time periods
· Study and recreate Stone Age jewellery
· Research the significant Stone Age settlement of ‘Skara Brae’
· Compare and contrast life in the Stone Age to life today
Art (Stone Age art)
· Explore various examples of cave art and understanding its importance
· Replicate cave art using different media
· Explore drawing and painting using a variety of different materials and techniques to communicate their ideas 
· Evaluate their own work, identifying ways of improving it
Computing (Digital literacy)
ICT will be integrated across the whole curriculum. The children will have opportunity to carry out activities on laptops, chrome books and iPads. Here are some examples of the types of activities the children will be doing:
· Making an iMovie
· Using key words to label and classify objects
· Learning the basics of computer science, including writing an algorithm and debugging
· Basic digital literacy skills in Microsoft Word and PowerPoint
PE (Gymnastics)
The children will take part in two PE lessons this half term.
· Gymnastics focus with the class teacher
· Outdoor games with a sports coach
Religious Education (Judaism)
Finding out about Judaism 
· Who and where Judaism was founded
· Understanding the main beliefs
· Identifying special places within Judaism
· Learning a range of festivals celebrated by Jewish people
· Identify and explain how the Torah is used
· Understand the meanings of Jewish symbols
Music (Brass)
The children will have music lessons through the Wider Opportunities programme provided by the Stockport Music Service. They will be given either a cornet or a baritone brass instrument.

During the sessions they will be learning about pulse, rhythm, pitch, notation and musical expression.
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
